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Short Intro To cURL

This is a basic introduction explaining how we use cURL in the Curl-REST-sample-commands.txt file, so it is very simplified. For a formal introduction and tutorials of cURL just Google and you will find plenty of resources.
cURL is a solid and simple tool for transferring data to and from any server with command line using various protocols including HTTP. We are using it to send REST commands – GET, POST, PATCH etc.
The general format of a cURL command in this documentation is as follows:
curl –X [GET|POST|PATCH|DELETE] http://chassis-ip:57911/session/...” [-H "content-type: application/json"] [-d “{}”]
Where:
· -X is the REST command to perform
· -H is header argument specifying how to read the data if it exists. In our case it is always JSON so it will always be -H "content-type: application/json"
· [bookmark: _GoBack]-d is the data for POST commands, always JSON.
· -F file location for files upload.
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
